The
Clarion River, designated as a
national Wild and Scenic
Waterway, winds serenely
through Cook Forest State Park
offering the outdoor enthusiast
plenty of opportunity for fishing,
canoeing, kayaking, tubing or
swimming.

The park is located on over
8,000 acres in the midst of a
premier display of a white pine
forest and is home to
Pennsylvania’s only 180-foot

plus white pine known as the Longfellow pine. This ancient forest
highlights over 30 miles of hiking trails.

In Autumn, the forest turns to brilliant shades of yellow, red and
orange while Spring finds
the trees alive with the
colors and smells of
Mountain Laurel and
Rhododendron.

Recreational activities
available throughout the
park include all of the river/
water activities mentioned
above plus hiking, bicycling,
geocaching, bumper boats, waterslides, go-karts, mini-golf,
horse-back riding, hunting, fishing, bird watching, cross country
skiing, snowmobiling and sledding.

What do you need to bring?
Cook Forest Top Hill Cabins are completely furnished with
fully equipped kitchens. The beds have linens with blankets
and pillows supplied. You will need towels for your showers
as these are not supplied. You will also want to bring paper
products and garbage bags. You may also consider hot dog
sticks, pie irons, electric fan, radio, battery operated flash light
and fire starter.   At the cabin, you will find an initial supply, 3’
x 3’, of firewood. If you need additional firewood, you may
purchase more on the premises. We have recently become pet
friendly with “rules.” Please ask permission for your pet when
you make reservations. We will be happy to discuss our “pet
rules.” Please keep in mind that we do not permit tenting or
motorhome camping. Don’t forget your camera -- you may even see
one of Cook Forest’s black bears!
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Blue Spruce Inn

burning fireplace. There is
a double bed in 1 bedroom,
set of double bunk beds in
the second bedroom, bath
with shower, full kitchen,
wood-burning fireplace,
furniture, carpeted floors,
back porch with picnic furniture, firepit, gazebo with swing, satellite
TV, DVD/VCR, wooded location.

Douglas Fir Cabin
Accommodates 1-6 people.

It
features a large
living room with
w o o d - b u r n i n g
fireplace, double
bed in 1 bedroom,

set of double bunk beds in the second bedroom, bath with shower,
full kitchen, wood-burning fireplace, furniture, carpeted floors,
back porch with picnic furniture, firepit, gazebo with swing, satellite
TV, DVD/VCR, wooded location.

Hidden Oaks Cabin
Accommodates 1-6 people.
Surrounded by huge oak
trees and very secluded,
this cabin has a wonderful
stone wood-burning
fireplace and sleeps 1 to
6 persons. It has a double
bed in one bedroom along
with a set of twin bunk
beds. The second
bedroom has a double
bed. You will find a bath with shower, full kitchen, large back
porch with picnic furniture, firepit, TV, DVD/VCR and a wooded
setting.

Old Hickory Cabin
Accommodates 1-6 people.

Old Hickory, with several
hickory trees sur-
rounding the cabin, sits
on 5 acres of land with a
large wooded area
behind the cabin as well
as a large lawn.

Reservation and Cancellation Policy
Check-in is after 3:00 p.m. Check-out is on or before 11:00 a.m.
Reservations are accepted weekly, Sun to Sun and/or Fri to Fri
for 7 days; or Sun to Fri for 5 days; or weekends, Fri to Sun for
2 days.
Minimums: Two night minimum; deer hunting season 4 night
minimum and major holidays 3 night minimum.
Deposits: Your deposit for your advance reservation to hold
your cabin is approximately 50% of your rental fee and is to be
received within 7 days of making your reservation. Payments
may be made by Visa/Mastercard, check, money order,
travelers check or cash.
Cancellations: If it is necessary to cancel your reservation, at
least 14 days prior to your reservation date and we re-book your
cabin, your deposit will be refunded less a re-booking fee.
Alternatively, we can apply your deposit, less a re-booking fee,
to a future stay within 6 months.
